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You just took field notes on specimens, just like scientists do!  

Scientists use their observations to draw conclusions about a creature. With just specimens, a scientist 

can figure out where a creature lives, what it eats, and even what it looks like.  

Using your notes and specimens to help you, take a moment to answer the following questions about 

your creature. You may write down your answers on a separate sheet of paper if that is helpful. You 

may also draw a sketch of your creature as you come up with new ideas.  

 

Remember, there are no wrong answers. This is a fantasy creature that has never existed before, so 

any of your ideas can work!
